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Outcome


A week of afternoons working in mixed year 5/6 groups to create our own active volcanoes – culminating in an explosive finale to the topic!





PE


The children will play a variety of invasion games and develop their team skills in benchball, crab football and handball.





DT


Some explosive fun with chicken wire, papier-mache, vinegar and bicarbonate soda! Who will create the best volcanic mountain?





RE


In RE the children will learn about rules and why we have them. Towards the end of the half term we will learn about different Saints and what their stories can teach us. We will explore what it means by ‘restoration’ as we study the seven sacraments. Finally we will follow the liturgical season of Advent in preparation for Christmas.





English


We will be starting with a poetry unit called ‘The dreadful menace’ where the children will have to recreate their own version. The children will then move on to looking at ‘Wallace and Gromit’s cracking contraptions and will create and write about their own invention. We will journey through a non-fiction book with Harry Potter: A history of magic and travel back in time on a Victorian adventure in Cogheart.





Maths


Our initial focus will be on working with the place value of numbers up to 10,000,000 including rounding, ordering and estimating as well as using negative numbers. We will then move on to revision of the 4 operations with the introduction of long division! Fractions will then be our big focus for the rest of the term!





Year 6 Learning Experience Overview


Autumn Term 2018





PSHE


We will explore growth mindset and look at how we can develop our brain power and improve the way we learn.





Geography


The children will find out about mountain habitats. They will discover how they are formed, where different mountain ranges are located, what mountain climates are like and the effect of tourism on these habitats. We will move on to compare two contrasting localities looking at similarities and differences.





Art


The children will investigate the mountain art work of Albert Beirstadt and Nicholas Roerich and try to create their own pictures in a similar style.





Science


The children will sort animals into groups and find out about the standard system of classification first developed by Carl Linnaeus. Everyone will design their own ‘curious creature’ and classify it based on its characteristics. They will learn about micro-organisms, and conduct an investigation into the growth of mould on bread as well as using play dough to create a new single celled micro-organism and explain how it is classified and why. They will then move on to learning about evolution. The children will learn about variation and adaptation. They will be able to explore how both Charles Darwin and Alfred Wallace separately developed their theories of evolution.
