Learning Experience
Autumn

Hook: We would like children to bring a photo, object or poster into school related to their hero - this could be a superhero or it could be somebody they admire such as a doctor or lifeguard etc.
Outcome: We will be having a day of visits with real emergency services heroes then we will be inviting parents to come into our classrooms to see all of the amazing work we have been doing!

	 Maths
We will begin this term by looking at Number Sense.  We will focus on counting to 100, and reading and writing numbers to 100. We will also be learning to identify one more and one less.
After this we will be exploring Measurement where we will be comparing and describing lengths and heights, weight and capacity.
We will also be learning language relating to dates, including days of the week and months of the year.
We will begin the second half of the term by looking at additive reasoning and will be learning and using number bonds to 20. We will also be solving one step problems involving addition and subtraction.
We finish this term looking at geometry where we will be learning to recognise and name common 2D and 3D shapes.

Animals including humans
We will be learning to identify, name, draw and label the basic parts of the human body and say which part of the body is associated with each sense.

We will be designing, making and evaluating an emergency service vehicle using wheels and axles.
