It would be amazing if your child could bring any book
donations into school between those dates and give them to their class teacher.

We recognise the importance of reading every day, here at OLOTA, but World Book Day is especially
dedicated to developing a love of reading and so teachers will be planning additional activities for the
children - this year we will be focusing on the wide variety of books out there, for example, non-fiction
books, books set out in a comic strip style, quiz books, books where you can choose your own
adventure and short stories — the aim being that everyone can find a book that they love. As this is a
national event, there are lots of lovely resources and activities we can access and lots of famous
authors get involved too — so, it should hopefully be a day where everyone will find something about
reading they can enjoy!

Finally, the children will all be given a World Book Day £1 voucher to bring home before the half term
break. These vouchers are valid from 15™ February to the 31t March. They can be used to get a FREE
